WHEREAS, on September 28, 2016, President Barack Obama issued a Proclamation ordering
the flag of the United States to be flown at half-staff on all public buildings and grounds until
sunset on Friday, September 30, 2016, as a mark of respect for the memory of Shimon Peres,
former President and Prime Minister of Israel; and

WHEREAS, Shimon Peres, died at the age of 93; and

WHEREAS, Shimon Peres’ political career spanned several generations, and in 1994 he
received the Nobel Peace Prize; and

WHEREAS, we express our deepest sympathy to his family and friends:

NOW, THEREFORE, I Phil Bryant, by the authority vested in me as Governor by the
Constitution and laws of the State of Mississippi, do hereby order all flags of the United States of
America and the State of Mississippi be flown at half-staff on all buildings and grounds of the
State of Mississippi and all areas under its jurisdiction beginning immediately until sunset on
Friday, September 30, 2016, in memory of Shimon Peres.

IN WITNESS WHEREQF, I have hereunto set my
hand and caused the Great Seal of the State of
Mississippi to be affixed.
